Cool Whip Sweet Cream Cones

2 cups cold milk

2 packages (4 serving) Jello Instant Pudding (any flavor)

1 tub (8 oz) Cool Whip whipped topping, thawed and divided

5 mini cookies, cut in half

10 flat-bottom ice cream cones

multi-colored sprinkles

Pour the milk into a large bowl.

Add the dry pudding mixes.  Beat with a wire whisk for 2 minutes or until well blended.

Gently stir in two cups of Cool Whip.

Spoon evenly into the ice cream cones.

Spread the tops with the remaining Cool Whip and sprinkle with multi-colored sprinkles before freezing.  Insert a
piece of mini cookie.

Freeze for three hours or until firm.

Store in the freezer.
